STAFF PRESENT:  Sylvia Piper and Lori Hayden 
CALL TO ORDER:  Lesa Niday, called the June 26, 2010, Board of Directors meeting to order at 8:30 am.
THE NEW ADDRESS & NEW NAME

Sylvia explained the move to the new location at 400 East Court Avenue, Suite 300, Des Moines, IA  50309.  The move met with some struggles, but eventually it was resolved with additional help and persistence.  Everyone is taking pride in their offices and things are really taking shape.  The front door is still not meeting the ADA requirements for accessibility.  Sylvia will have the attorneys send a letter to R&R to document this issue.
Jon Doidge spoke about the logo and name change to Disability Rights Iowa.  He presented us with three possibilities of logos.  These were the top three voted on by Iowa P&A staff who participated in a straw poll.  We are looking at an annual meeting rollout of the new name and logo with the actual rollout on October 1, 2010.
Discussion of the 3 logos presented as well as the next stages of this change occurred.

Lynne Hilgendorf made a motion to accept the second logo, Disability Right IOWA.   Lois Russell seconded.   Motion carried.

Sylvia wanted to talk about the need for some fundraising.  Jon stated that the Prairie Meadows grant will be due in September.  We also do an annual appeal that brings in very small amounts.   We have a very limited base of contributors.  Jon stated we have over the last few years applied for 20-25 additional grants.   He talked about developing a Friends of P&A fundraising process.
Jon also talked about RAGBRAI.  We have a team of 15 people who will comprise “TEAM PANDA”.   We will ride on Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday starting at Algona to Clear Lake a distance of 52 miles and the next day to Charles City another 52 miles, and the last day to Waterloo a distance of 82 miles.  We need representation from the Board to cheer us on.
An organizing meeting for Team Panda will meet at the office next Wednesday at 1 pm (June 29).  

Sharon Malheiro, attorney, joined the meeting and discussed her recent trip to Washington and her meeting at the White House with President Obama.

Discussion with Sharon regarding the new logo and adopt the name change.   A resolution was signed by the Board members and Sharon will file it with the Secretary of State.   

Regarding the Atalissa investigation, the EEOC Civil Rights division investigation is complete although it has not been released although copies have been given to the men and their family members and Sylvia believes it will be given by family members to Clark Kaufman, Des Moines Register.   

PAIMI ADVISORY COUNCIL REPORT
Mary Chavez attended an Iowa Peer Support Academy training.   Pat Crosley and Rachel Dray attended a Conference.   At the conference they talked about a Respite house that people can go to and get some therapy as a step before the ER for a period of one to 5 days.  This respite house is peer run.  

Rachel Dray attended the National Disability Rights Network Conference along with Sylvia Piper and Lesa Niday.   The first day was an Institute workshop.   There was a great speaker on Borderline Personality.   They got to meet Nathanial Ayers and Steve Lopez from The Soloist and Andrea Friedman.
Motion to accept the change the terms of the PAIMI Council will go for one 4-year term to a possibility of two 4 year terms consecutively.   Then a member would go off for a minimum of two years prior to being able to serve an additional 4 year term.  Discussion and clarification followed   A motion to accept the change from one 4 year term to two 4 year terms consecutively was made by Valerie Owens and was seconded by Lois Russell seconded.  Motion carried.
A motion was made by John Winkelman to accept Julie Seemann for another 4 years on the PAIMI Council.  Karen Swenson seconded.   Motion carried.

Lynne Hilgendorf, Chair, John Winkelman and Karen Swenson have made the following recommendations.   Miguel Chavez, Christy Kunze, and David Parr are the 3 applicants. A motion was made by John Winkelman to accept the applicants as new Board members and Rachel Dray seconded.  Motion carried.
The slate of officers for the coming year was proposed as John Winkelman, President, Lynne Hilgendorf, Vice President, Karen Swenson, Treasurer, and Lois Russell, Secretary.   Discussion regarding the Fifth Member nomination.  John Winkelman made a motion to close the nomination.  Karen Swenson seconded the motion.  Lois Russell moved to accept the slate with the Fifth Member being selected at the September meeting and Rachel Dray seconded.  Motion carried.

In response to the PAIMI Review we have not received an official report.  Lesa Niday will work with Sharon Malheiro to write a letter to ask for the official report.

NDRN National Conference

Talked with another agency who had 12 year terms.  They also had a Values Questionnaire as part of the interview.  They do not recommend anyone to the Board they do not know personally.   They also have a Mentor Program for each Board Member.
